1) How in the world does Israel have the audacity to tell Assyria, who is right at the gates of
Jerusalem, to not gloat over her? Is this stupidity or confidence?

2) Explain the gospel progression in verses 8,9. Where do you see Jesus specifically in this
Text? How does this give us hope today?

3) Why is the confession in verse 9 so important?

4) What is the main message in verses 10-17? Do you tend to see more of God’s justice or his

mercy in these verses? Why do you think that is?

5) What attributes of God’s character speak to you the most in verses 18-207?

6) Is the way you describe God similar to, or vastly different, than what we have in verses 18-
20?

7) Explain how “God Is” correlates with “God Will”. How does this give us hope today?
